The conditions of publication:

Thejourna receives al legal work concerning the family and the protection of the child at the national
and international level.

Thiswork is subject to the criteria and publication requirements for scientific and academic research.
The publication rules are as follows:

1) The article must be characterized by objectivity, originality and rigor and follow the scientific
methodology from the point of view of the respect of the rules of the scientific research and
the academic uses by the authentication of the mouse by quoting references complete
bibliographies.

2) Thearticle has not been published or submitted for publication in another journal.

3) The article must be written according to the Microsoft Word RTF program, in Arabic
language in Traditional Arabic character, volume 16 and for margins, volume 12.
In French or English, the article must be written in times new roman, volume 12 and
for volume 12 margins.

The space between the lines must be one cm.
Thetitles are written according to the same characters.

4) Thetitle of the article must be in the language of the article and in English.
5) Respect the rules of writing:

A. Leave spaces between paragraphs and avoid short or long paragraphs.

B. Do not leave space before punctuation (point, comma).
6) Present the page as follows: From top to bottom and left 02 cm, right 2.5 cm.
7) The number of pages should not be less than 10 pages and should not exceed 25 pages.

8) The margins must be written at the bottom of the page, the pages are numbered successively.

9) The reference to the margins must be as follows:
A. For works. the name of the author, the title of the work, the publishing house, the
place of publication, the year of publication, the number of the page.
B. For journals: the name of the author, the title of the article, the name of the journa, the
number, the place and the year of publication, the number of the page.

C. For theses and dissertations: the name of the author, the title of the thesis /
dissertation, the specialty, the faculty, the university, the academic year, the number of
the page.

D. For references on the internet: the name of the author, the title of the article, the date and hours of
consultation, the email address.

10) Bibliographical references must be written at the end of the article in alphabetical order.

11) The first page should contain the full title of the article in the language of the article and
in English, the name of the researcher (who should not exceed 03), their scientific degrees, the
institution of belonging and if applicable the name of the laboratory, the telephone number
and the mail.

Two abstracts must accompany the article, one in the language of the article and the other in
English, the abstract must not exceed seven (7) lines and the keywords must not exceed 05.
12) To facilitate the respect of the form.



13) The journal may make editorial changes in the article presented to the publication without
affecting its content.

14) Articles that do not respect the conditions of publication are not accepted.

15) The examination of the articles is done by specialist teachers among the review committee of the
journal, the article will be published if it obtains the agreement of two members of the committee.
In case of refusal of one of the two members, the article will be submitted to a third examiner and its
fate will be linked to the result of the examination which is considered final.
In case of acceptance with reservation, the author of the article must make the requested changes
within one month.

16) The journal approaches the rights of publication of accepted articles and may not be
published el sewhere unless expressly agreed by the journal.

17) In case of plagiarism or if the article has been presented for publication elsewhere, the
author of the article will be blacklisted by researchers banned from publication in the journal,
with possibility of prosecution with the original author of the article as a civil party.

18) Unpublished articles are not returned to their authors.

19) The opinions published in the magazine express the opinion of their author and do not
engage the responsibility of the review.

20) The classification of articles in the journal is based on purely technical considerations.

3- The author follows the reception and the evaluation of hisarticlein his
personal account in ASJP.

4- The proposed article is anonymous after the first reading of his content in
order to assure orginality and respect of Journal’s publication norms.

5-1n the event that the articleis eligible for the evaluation (prepared according

to the journal template and under the terms of publication), it will be sent in an
encrypted state to the Specialist Associate Editor (The Associate Editor can also
evauate the article if he desired), who in turn will submit it to two reviewers on
its network.

The reviewers will be responsible for judging the paper according to a
standardized evaluation form available on the ASJIP platform.

6- Two specialised experts are appointed outside the university the author
belongs to. If the evauation is positive, the article is published; if not it is
rejected. If the evaluations are contradictory (one positive, the other negative) a
third expert is appointed in order to decide. In case some corrections are
demanded, the author has one month to make them.

Afterwards, they will be validated by the expert who asked for those corrections
before the article receives afinal decision for publication.

7- In case the editor in chief does not receive an answer from the expert within a
month, he will send areminder asking him to answer within fifteen (15) days,
and if he does not answer he will be replaced by another expert.



8 - Preparation of the Article:
To speed up the publication of articles in the “Children’'s Rights Laboratory
Journals’, we invite authors to use the Journal template. A template for authors
Isavallable in the “instructions for author” section to insert their articles.
Authors can download the template from the “Instructions for author” section,
where they can access this by visiting:

9- Seethe Author'sManual File:

By clicking on the "Author's Guide" icon, a PDF file is uploaded. This is a
guide to the author of the article explaining the process of sending the article. It
aso includes the copyright of the Journal and includes a undertaking to which
the author of the article explains that the intellectual property belongs to the
Journal only.

10- Submit thearticle:

After preparing the article according to the template of the Journal that was
downloaded, and see the author's guide, the “submit the article” icon is clicked.
An application form containing the various data for the article and authors
appears. Language of the article, Paper title, Abstract, Keywords, Full name for
author, Institution, Email, (A second author can be added), Proposal of
reviewers.

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11. Notification of Receipt of an Article:

If the article submission process is successful on the platform, a message
appears on the screen showing that. At a certain stage, the author will receive in
his email a notice of the submission of an article, and a notice to the second
author in hisemail as aconfirmation of participation in the article.

12 - Notice of Rejection of the Article:

If it turns out that the article does not respect the template of the Journa and the
conditions of publication. The author will be notified that the article has been
rejected.

13. Follow-Up of the Position of the Article on the Platfor m:

The author can enter his account in the platform and follow the status of his
article stage by stage by clicking on theicon: "Articles" and then clicking on the
icon: "Submit the Articles® will show a table that details the article from:

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Publishing Ethics

The publication of an article in a peer reviewed journal is an essential model for our journa
“Children’s Rights Laboratory Journals’.

In order to provide our readers with ajournal of highest quality, we state the following
principles of Publication Ethics and Malpractice Statement.

Our ethic statements are based on COPE’ s Best Practice Guidelines for Journal Editors.

It is necessary to agree upon standards of expected ethical behaviour for al parts involved in
the act of publishing: Editors, authors, and reviewers.

“Children's Rights Laboratory Journals’ is fully committed to good publication practice
and assumes the task of fulfilling the following duties and responsibilities.

1) DUTIESOF THE EDITOR

e Publication decisions: The Editor-in-Chief of the journal is responsible for deciding which
of the articles submitted to the journa should be published. The editor may be guided by the
editorial policies of the journal and constrained by such legal requirements as shall then bein
force regarding libel, copyright infringement, and plagiarism. The editor may confer with the
members of the Editorial Board or reviewers in making this decision.

e Fair Review: The Editor-in-Chief ensures that each manuscript received is evaluated on its
intellectual content without regard to race, gender, religious belief, ethnic origin, citizenship,
or political philosophy of the authors.

e Confidentiality: The Editor-in-Chief, the members of the Editorial Board and any editorial
staff must not disclose any information about a submitted manuscript to anyone other than the
authors of the manuscript, reviewers, potential reviewers, other editorial advisers, and the
publisher, as appropriate.

e Disclosure and conflicts of interest: Unpublished materials disclosed in a submitted
manuscript will not be used in the research of the Editor-in-Chief or that of the members of
the Editorial Board without the expressed written consent of the author.

2) DUTIES OF REVIEWERS

e Contribution to Editorial Decisions: Peer review assists the Editor-in-Chief and the
Editoria Board in making editorial decisions, and the editorial communications with the
author may also assist the author in improving the paper.

e Promptness: A selected referee who feels unqualified to review the research reported in a
manuscript or knows that its prompt review will be impossible should notify the editor and
decline to review the paper across the platform ASIP.

e Confidentiality: The manuscripts received for review will be treated as confidential
documents.

They will not be shown to or discussed with others except as authorized by the editor.

e Standards of Objectivity: Reviews should be conducted objectively. Personal criticism of
the author is unacceptable. Referees should express their views clearly with supporting
arguments.

e Acknowledgement of Sources: Reviewers should attempt to identify relevant published
work that has not been cited by the authors. Any statement that a result or argument has been
previously reported should be accompanied by the relevant citation. A reviewer should aso
call to the editor's attention any substantial similarity or overlap between the manuscript under
consideration and any other published paper of which they have persona knowledge.

e Disclosure and Conflict of Interest: Privileged information or ideas obtained through peer
review must be kept confidential and not used for personal advantage. Reviewers should not
consider manuscripts in which they have conflicts of interest resulting from competitive,



collaborative, or other relationships or connections with any of the authors, companies, or
institutions connected to the papers.

3) DUTIES OF AUTHORS

e Reporting standards: Authors should accurately present their original research, as well as
objectively discuss its significance. Manuscripts are to be edited in accordance with the
submission guidelines of the review. Authors are also responsible for language editing before
submitting the article. Underlying data should be represented accurately in the paper. A paper
should contain sufficient detail and references to permit others to replicate the work.
Fraudulent or knowingly inaccurate statements constitute unethical behaviour and are
unacceptable.

e Originality and Plagiarism: The authors should ensure that they have written entirely
original works, and that the work and/or words of others have been appropriately cited or
quoted if the authors have used them. “Children's Rights Laboratory Journals’ reserves
the right to use plagiarism detecting software to screen submitted papers at all times.

e Multiple, Redundant or Concurrent Publication: An author should not in general publish
manuscripts describing essentially the same research in more than one journa or conference.
Submitting the same manuscript to more than one journal constitutes unethical publishing
behaviour and is unacceptable.

e Data Access and Retention: Authors should retain raw data related to their submitted
paper and must provide it for editorial review upon request of the Editor-in-Chief.

e Disclosure and Conflicts of Interest: All authors should disclose in their manuscript any
financial or other substantive conflict of interest that might be construed to influence the
results or interpretation of their manuscript. All sources of financial support for the project
should be disclosed.

e Authorship of the Paper: Authorship should be limited only to those who have made a
significant contribution to conceiving, designing (according to the template that is loaded via
the ASJP platform), executing and/or interpreting the submitted study.

e Acknowledgement of Sources: Proper acknowledgment of the work of others must always
be given. Any work or words of other authors, contributors, or sources should be
appropriately credited and referenced.

e Fundamental errorsin published works: When an author discovers a significant error or
inaccuracy in his or her own published work, it is the author’s obligation to promptly notify
the journal editor or publisher and cooperate with the editor to retract or correct the paper.
