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Abstract:  This study aims to evaluate the financial performance using 

the return on equity model to determine the impact of risk indicators on 

the return for a sample of commercial banks operating in Algeria, 

which is estimated at 12 banks during the period 2004-2018, where the 

study found a significant negative impact between the rate of return on 

property rights And both credit and capital risks, while a positive moral 

effect was found between the rate of return and liquidity risk.           
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
