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Abstract: 
 
This study aims to highlight the seriousness of hate speech in the 
media and communication and the effects it can have on societies, 
especially with the rapid technological development in this field and 
the emergence of digital platforms and virtual accounts that do not 
care and are not responsible for the effects that their speeches can 
have. Trying to highlight the most important international laws and 
treaties against this discourse. Finally, let us extrapolate to Law 05-20 
related to preventing and combating discrimination and hate speech. 
Combating this discourse according to the law came through several 

mechanisms enacted by the state, such as the involvement of civil 

society and the private sector, and the establishment of the National 

Observatory for the Prevention of Discrimination and Hate Speech. 

However, in our study, we focused on the media and communication 

as the most important driver of this discourse. Relying in our study on 

the inductive approach and analysis of documents from treaties and 

laws. 

We concluded that Law 05-20 is distinguished in terms of the new 

mechanisms, but it must be attached to a new media law that enhances 

freedom of opinion and expression as an acquired right on the one 

hand, and regulates practices towards this discourse on the other hand. 
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
