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Abstract:

Since the fall of the socialist camp, global transformations have forced
us to return to studying the religious phenomenon again; in view of the role
played by religious acts in the lives of individuals, peoples and States.
Senegal is among the States in which the religious actor is among the most
important to play a positive role in the overall social context.

The study aims to present Senegalese experience as a pioneering
experiment that has averted violence and political instability caused by ethnic
and religious diversity, although in a region notorious for the prevalence of
identity and religious conflicts, which often resulting in internal divisions and
civil wars whose tragedies are still present today. The study reached
conclusions related to the importance of the position of Sufi orders in the
social system of Senegal as a central actor that enjoys confidence and internal
satisfaction, and its role as a safety valve for the reality of ethnic diversity
and religious difference diversity. First, through its ability to create the will
for coexistence between ethnicities, and two, to contribute to the
consolidation of religious tolerance among religious groups, thereby
contributing significantly to the building of community peace, security and
stability.
