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Abstract:
This study aims to reveal the education policy in the British East African Protectorate (Kenya), in addition to clarifying the

purposes of missionary and governmental policy, with a focus on its basic issues; Since the declaration of protection until
1952, the colonial rule tried ro bring about developments in the field of education, albeit in fragmented and phased ways, as
in the first twenty years, we notice that efforts were focused on developing the administrative field, with the assignment of
education to missionary missions. Bur the need to the workers of factories and farms after the arrival of the settlers, had
made them put pressure on the colonial administration in order to turn to industrial education; Then the Local Native
Councils had a very important role in influencing the colonial educational policy, which enabled them to establish African

schools.
