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Abstract:

The principle of humanitarian intervention finds its legal support
in what is imposed by the international commitment to respect human
rights and fundamental freedoms as a legal duty. Accordingly, we are
not concerned with a moral or natural obligation, but rather with a
legal obligation invoked by all. However, an important aspect
remains in international jurisprudence that does not recognize the
legitimacy of intervention. Even by the United Nations, because there
is no legal basis in the Charter of the United Nations that gives the
United Nations the right to intervene under pretexts, even under the
justification of protecting humanity, and that it in itself had never had
any practice before the Cold War, so it is not reasonable to appear
The legal basis suddenly after this war, and it becomes compatible
with the rules of international law and appropriate to it, then the
practical experiences in the international arena confirmed the double
standards experienced by the contemporary international community
towards humanitarian cases that require intervention, which makes
the debate about the legality of humanitarian intervention remain
valid and continuous even in Its new edition - the responsibility to
protect - therefore, it is necessary to examine the extent to which this
concept in its various forms conforms to international legal rules,
whether the intervention takes an individual or a collective form, the
latter of which It still constitutes a space for extensive debate
between the priorities of adhering to international rules or responding
to humanitarian requirements.
