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ABSTRACT:

Transitional justice seeks through accountability of child soldiers to explore
the conditions that compelled them to engage in armed action and to deal with
them as victims and not perpetrators, through some mechanisms such as
international criminal courts and truth and reconciliation commissions, which work
mainly in searching for the conditions and reasons that led them to take up arms. It
often relies on a traditional justice mechanism based on local rituals to provide
opportunities for recovery, reconciliation and reintegration of child soldiers.
