The literary text relies on many sciences and knowledge, thus it carries a cultural,intellectual, political and
religious reality that reflects the image of the writer as one of the most important figures in society, and he sometimes
thinks on his behalf. Because cultural criticism is one of the most prominent of these readings that try to understand
texts based on their cultural loads that the text imbibes, the study sought to shed light on the cultural patterns in the
contemporary Algerian novel, represented in the novel (Migrant waiting for supporters by the Algerian novelist
MaammarHadjidj). The study went through several phases, the most important of which are: To determine the
linguistic and then idiomatic concepts of the pattern through different points of view,till the concept of the cultural
pattern,and to reveal various cultural patterns in the novel.

Because this novel is saturated with a number of issues of interest to cultural criticism, such as: the issue of
identity and its linguistic ramifications, and the issue of the intellectual and his various forms of relations, such as his
relationship withauthorityand violence "terrorism". It also shows the state of polatization between the Ego and its
relationship with the Western Other. We raised the following problem: What are the most important explicit and
implicit cultural patterns in the novel (Migrant Waiting for supporters by the Algerian novelist MaammarHadjidj)?

The study included three diligences :The first is theoretical diligence specialized in defining the term, knowing
what it is, and following up on its development in previous critical studies.As for the second diligence, an analytical
endeavor to revealrepresentations of cultural patterns within the narrative body, including: the pattern of identity, the
intellectual’s relationship with authority and his confrontation with terrorism. As for the last diligenceincludes the
relationship of the ego with the other, and then showing resultsin the conclusion.

The importance of the research appears in the fact that cultural criticism has focused its reading activity on a

number of issues that revolve around culture, the intellectual’s relationship with various issues raised in society, such as
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the issue of identity, issues of the center and the margin, the issue of women, ethnic and religious minorities and others.
Therefore, the pursuit of these issues, deciphering their cultural implications and understanding how their patterns
operate within the novel was one of the core goals of cultural criticism.

In conclusion of the study, we reached the following results:
- The most prominent pattern was the identity pattern, which revealed the state of psychological division, which among
its indicators was the defeat of the hero in front of the French tongue, and his attempt to retrieve his identity
represented in the linguistic pattern in its Arabic and Berber parts.
- The intellectual’s relationship with authority revealed a set of opposing dualities: (knowledge / ignorance), (freedom /
prison) ..which harmed the hegemonic pattern rooted in the discourse of authority.
- The intellectual’s relationship with terrorism has resulted in the latter who wears his discourse on religion to give
legitimacy to his actions, in contrast to the moderation pattern that takes dialogue as a way to reject violence.
- It results from the (ego / other) dichotomy about the pattern of western hegemony, as it is a center, in exchange for
the (Ego) of the writer that defends the issues of the margin.
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
