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Abstract: 

Violence is an old phenomenon that has its roots in the depths of history until it 

reaches before the beginning of human existence on the surface of the earth. The story 

of Cain and Abel has the most prominent example of this which witnessed the first 

murder in history. Violence has many practices and forms within our society, 

including our various upbringing institutions including the family and the school. The 

latter, which has transformed from an educational institution where the system 

prevails and has moral rules and values through which it controls the behavior of 

students and ensures the good conduct of the educational process, has become a 

witness to various methods of violence and to different degrees. The phenomenon of 

school violence has become a serious problem in recent decades in many countries, 

especially when it comes to imbalances in the value system, especially in its social 

and educational dimension. 

Therefore, this research paper, which dealt with the phenomenon of school 

violence, sought to understand the reality of the problem, its causes and the most 

important factors that feed it, all in order to address this phenomenon by limiting its 

spread and preventing it.

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Introduction: 

The school is considered the second social institution, after the family, to 

which society has given the task of raising its children, refining their 

personalities, and developing their skills, talents, and abilities so that they grow 

in a healthy and integrated way in their various physical, mental, emotional, and 

social aspects. It provides him with what he needs in terms of values, morals, 

educational, knowledge and religious gains in order to enable this young person 

to integrate into society and have a role as a member in it, but despite the role 

that these educational institutions play in the process of socialization and distort 

their reputation in society as a pioneering social institution that takes the train of 

society to Sophistication and prosperity, and among these phenomena is 

violence within the school, which took different dimensions, forms, and various 

practices. 

“School violence” is a phenomenon that affects and suffers from most of 

the formal educational institutions around the world, which shakes the entity of 

the school and impedes those in charge of performing their duties entrusted to 

them, represented in ensuring the sound and integrated growth of generations, as 

well as preparing them to take responsibility for the advancement of various 

aspects of life. So the violence that invades this important institution in society 

is wasting material and human potential. 

The phenomenon of violence in the school environment has become a 

pension that cannot be ignored by educational institutions because of its severe 

behavioral effects that negatively affect academic achievement at the present 

time, so those interested and those in charge of the educational system must 

address it in various ways and means by diagnosing the imbalance and finding 

solutions to the dilemma by studying each what is related to the educational 

aspect, the family and the social environment, and thus we link the relationship 

between all these components in order to develop the educational process. 

And in order to draw attention to this phenomenon, whose infection has 

reached our educational institutions in general and the primary stage in 

particular, as it is the backbone in the life and formation of the child, which 

reflects his image in the future. We are now observing its results on students’ 

performance and their academic results. Its forms have emerged as the practice 

of this violence within the school environment through material violence: 

represented in the act of beating and wounding, and symbolic violence: 

represented in ill-mannered, contempt and verbal violence such as: swearing, 

stomping… etc. All this must be alerted and warned of its consequences on the 

educational system, and thus sounded the alarm that many of our educational 

institutions have come to know 

The phenomenon of school violence has aroused the interest of researchers, 

scholars, and educators in various countries that suffer from this phenomenon 

because it is dangerous and intrusive and affects the structure and infrastructure 

of society, which are values, and thus threatens the stability and security of 
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society, and then ravages it to undesirable consequences, and this is what 

prompted specialists and researchers to differ. Their specializations, including 

social workers, psychologists, educators, legal professionals, and others who 

were raised by the problem and felt its seriousness, needed to reveal its causes 

and determine its manifestations. Research and studies were conducted that try 

to uncover the reasons that enabled the spread of the phenomenon of violence in 

these educational institutions, as well as an attempt to address violence within 

these institutions in all its forms, whether this violence is between students 

themselves, between students and teachers, or between students and 

administrators. 

In Algeria, statistics indicate that violence in educational institutions is a 

rampant phenomenon, as the Algerian Minister of Education presented in the 

“Maghreb Forum on Youth and Violence” held at the University of Algiers 2 

between (17 – 18/ 12/ 2011) figures on violence in schools, where he presented 

in his intervention that in a year of  2010  4555 teachers were subjected to 

violence by students, compared to 1942 students who were subjected to violence 

by teachers and administration staff. There were also 17645 cases of violence 

among students themselves, as the Minister of Education confirmed that the 

phenomenon is increasing more among middle school students. It also 

confirmed a statistic carried out by the Ministry of National Education, a branch 

of the study it prepared on violence in the school environment, on the spread of 

violence in educational institutions in Algeria, where the number of registered 

cases exceeded 25 thousand cases, and the number of registered cases of 

violence during the academic year 2010-2011 reached 201 cases of violence. By 

primary students against teachers and the educational team, and 2899 cases of 

violence against teachers on average, while 1455 teachers were subjected to 

violence by second students. The study revealed that 521 cases of violence were 

recorded among the teachers themselves. (Nazim Saradaoui et al, 2014, p. 25) 

Therefore, in this research paper, we will try to define what violence is, by 

addressing the definition of the concept of school violence and clearing its 

various forms and with what manifestations it invades the school. 

The definition of violence: 

a) Linguistic definition: 

Violation of the order and lack of kindness to it while it is against kindness. 

And in the hadeeth: "Allah is compassionate and loves compassion. He gives for 

compassion what He goes not give for harshness. (Ibn Manzoor, 1998, p. 903) 

In the vocabulary of social sciences, it is the use of pressure or force in an 

illegal or non-conforming manner that would influence the will of an individual. 

Violence is defined as every verbal and actual behavior that includes the 

use of force or the threat of using force to harm oneself or others or damage 

property and the environment to achieve certain goals: it is an attack or counter-

action directed towards a person or something that involves a desire to excel 
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over others and appears either in harm or belittling or irony. (Tahani Muhammad 

Othman Munib and Azza Muhammad Sleiman, 2018, p. 17) 

b) Terminological definition: 

It is all behavior or action emanating from an individual that includes 

hitting others, insulting or damaging public or private property, and this act is 

accompanied by emotions and tensions. Like any other act, it must have a goal 

represented in achieving a moral or material interest. (Abdullah Al-Nayrab, 2008, 

p. 12) 

God almighty says: " When your Lord said to the angels I am placing a 

successor on earth they said will you place in it someone who will work 

corruption in it and shed blood while we declare Your praises and sanctify You 

he said I know what you do not know” Al Baqarah verse 30. 

This saying of the angels suggests that they had what was revealed to them 

of the nature of this creature, or the necessities of its life on earth, and what 

made them know or expect that man would cause corruption on earth, and that 

he would shed blood………….This is what may corrupt sometimes and may 

shed blood sometimes. Behind this apparent partial evil, a greater and more 

comprehensive good will be accomplished …………The best Al-Demolition 

Albanian movement. (Marjaa Sayyid Qutb, 1985, pp. 57-56) 

In the same sense, the scientist and philosopher "Engels" says: So the 

mother of disguised social violence.... social inequality, inequality, and the 

exploitation of classes by other classes. There is just counter-violence, in 

addition to positive and constructive violence, and it aims to correct the bad 

reality and rebuild it in images that are more compatible with the values of 

goodness, truth and justice in life. (Djamal Al-Din Bouqli Hassan and Others, 2008, 

p. 230) 

Violence is a concept that has been known since man knew whether his 

relationship with nature or man’s relationship with man, and it is known in the 

behavior of the young child, in the behavior of the adult, in the behavior of the 

normal person and the behavior of the sick person, even if the motives, means, 

goals and results differ, whether the expression of this aggressive behavior is 

violence, terrorism or extremism. They all refer to one content, which is 

aggression. Aggression also represents one of the most serious social problems 

rampant in the modern era, as it is a wide-ranging problem because it combines 

the psychological, social and economic impact on both the individual and 

society. It is not easy, not only because of the pain caused by aggression. Rather, 

it was found that any act of aggression can produce more aggressive acts, 

"violence begets violence. (Essam Abdel - Latif Al-Akkad, 2001) 

The United Nations General Assembly defined violence as "intentional 

physical or moral aggression by a party that has material or moral power over 

another party." This may be an individual, group, social class, or state trying to 

subjugate another party within the framework of an unequal power relationship 

economically, socially, and politically. It causes physical, psychological or 
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moral harm to an individual, group, social class or other country. (Rajaa Mekki 

and Sam Ajam, 2008, p. 49) 

At this point in the intervention, we try to give a definition of this social 

institution in the midst of which this violent behavior is practiced, as well as 

addressing a definition of this behavior, which is school violence. 

The school is a social and educational institution established by the 

community on purpose, to raise new generations and educate them in a way that 

makes them integrated members in the culture of their society, capable of 

engaging in community activities and adopting its issues and concerns. (Ahmed 

Ali Al-Hajj Muhammad, 2014, p. 141) 

It is also the basis on which learners build the child's culture. Because there 

are patterns in behavior acquired in the family and brought into school, because 

they represent part of his personality. In school, the child is subjected to a new 

social and academic life, and this is through the application of modern 

educational methods, which leads to a contribution in directing the child to his 

present and future to be a useful element in his society. (Muammar Daoud, 2009, p. 

174) 

Ahmed Hwaiti defined school violence as: "a group of socially 

unacceptable behaviors that affect the school's general system and lead to 

negative results regarding relationships within the institution and achievement." 

We define it as physical violence such as beating, quarreling, burglary of school 

property, vandalism inside schools, writing inside walls, sexual assault, suicide, 

carrying arms, and violence. Moral insults, insults, ridicule, mockery, 

disobedience, and chaos in the study departments. (Bin Qefa Souad, 2014, p. 86) 

Al-Arini defines school violence as all students' behavior or action that 

involves harming others, and is represented by beatings, insults, and the 

destruction of public and private property. And the action is to achieve an 

interest. (Ali bin Muhammad Abd al-Rahman al- Shegri, 2009, p. 14) 

According to Hussein Tawfiq: School violence is defined as a negative 

school for adolescents that deceives their minds, decorates them with hostilities, 

deviates from the line of neutrality and the future, shadows their intellectual 

path, and imprints on them the nature of cruelty and force that they use from this 

violent behavior, and it may extend to more dangerous than that with its hatred 

and hatred and ostracism. (Ali bin Muhammad Abd al- Rahman al-Shegri, 2009, p. 

16) 

So, school violence: It is the energy that accumulates within a person and is 

not released except by the influence of external stimuli, which are stimuli of 

violence. This energy appears in the form of behavior that includes forms of 

sabotage, insult and chaos between a student and a student, or between a student 

and a teacher. (Ihsan Muhammad Al- Hassan, 2008, p. 188) 

2) Types of school violence: 

 there are many types of school violence due to the result of the collision of 

interacting individuals within the school, as follows: 
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a) Symbolic violence: 

It is violence against personal property. It is a classic revenge for a black 

series of bad dealings. That is, it is violence that depends on signs and symbols 

for the victim because it leaves deep psychological effects. (Rajaa Makki and 

Sami Ajam, 2008, p. 49) 

b) Verbal violence: 

Verbal violence is the most dangerous type of violence on mental health, 

although it does not leave visible physical effects, as it stands at the limits of 

speech, insults, embarrassment in front of others, and describing the student with 

obscene words. 

c) Physical violence: 

It is clear violence, and its effects are usually visible, and it is one of the 

most common types of violence. Hands, feet, or any tool that leaves clear marks 

on the body of the victim is used. (Munira Karadsheh, 2009, p. 34) 

3- Causes and factors of school violence: 

If school violence is not born of the hour, of course, then its intensity has 

increased and has become evident, as the security situation in our educational 

institutions has become a cause for concern, and it is a phenomenon that almost 

affects most of these institutions because it is linked, in the eyes of many 

researchers, to several factors, among which we list the main ones: 

1- Family factors: 

 Poor social and economic situation of the family. 

 Low cultural level of the family and the residential neighborhood in 

which the house is located. 

 The method of family education used in the form of ostracism, threat or 

humiliation. 

 The home atmosphere was affected by the many domestic problems and 

family disintegration. (Tariq Abdel-Raouf and Ihab Issa Al-Masry, 2014, p. 

106) 

Especially since the family is the first environment that embraces the 

individual, where his personality is formed, and instills in him the principles and 

values desirable in society, and from him he grows up on everything that is 

positive and beneficial to him and his society, but if the family suffers from 

problems or disagreements between its members, such as a lot of quarrels, 

separation between parents whether It was partially or completely, and the 

wrong methods of socialization prevailed in it, such as domination, excessive 

protection, and the lack of dialogue between parents and children. All of these 

manifestations have an impact on the child's behavior, the most important of 

which is his tendency towards aggression and violence against others as a means 

of expressing his dissatisfaction with the prevailing conditions in his family. 
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2- Psychological factors: 

 Feeling of social disappointment, such as academic delay and failure to 

love parents and teachers. 

 Interference in private affairs and lack of stability in authority, which 

leads to mixing of values in the eyes of the student. 

 Frustration and frequent failure. 

 The desire for self-affirmation. 

 Desire to control and own. 

 Desire to attract attention. 

 Feeling bored. 

 stubbornness. 

 Intolerance. 

 Selfishness. 

 Psychological disorders. 

 The presence of impairments that may have a psychological impact. 

 The tendency to show off in front of the other gender may lead to the use 

of violence. 

 Feeling deprived. 

 Mental illness. 

Accordingly, we conclude that aggression is a manifestation of violence, 

and the violent behavior emanating from the student inside the school, whether 

against his teacher, classmates, or administrator, is the result of frustration, 

deprivation, feelings of inferiority, or jealousy ... He may have been exposed to 

it, whether in school from one of these parties Or in the family, if he could not 

achieve a need he had or a goal he sought, and thus he had a feeling of 

disappointment and failure, and he had no choice but to attack others. 

3- Social factors: 

 The absence or resistance of the authority of parents or teachers like it. 

 Permanent problems between both father and mother. 

 Differentiation in treatment between children (old or young). 

 Excessive pampering of students by the father or mother or both. 

 Lack of ability at the family, neighborhood, school and village levels. 

 Some argue that violent behavior is primarily learned from parents, 

siblings, peers, and colleagues at and outside school who encourage and 

reward violent problem-solving. 

 One of the factors leading to violence is the increase in the number of 

families in which only one parent is responsible. 

 Excessive cruelty in family education. 

 Disintegration of the family. 

 Differentiation in treatment between a boy and a girl. 

 Not occupying free time. 
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 Bad friends. 

 The poor social and economic situation of the family. 

 The low cultural level of the family and the residential neighborhood in 

which the house is located. 

 The method of family education used in the form of ostracism, threats, 

neglect and humiliation. (Tariq Abdel-Raouf and Ihab IssaAl-Masry, 2014, p. 

106) 

 Social factors are among one of the reasons that contribute to the 

emergence of violence in individuals, given that the individual is social by 

nature as he is affected by and affects those around him. 

4- School factors: 

 The nature of the relationship between teacher and student. 

 Frequent change of teachers. 

 Strained relationships and sudden changes within the school. 

 Frequent student movements from one school to another. 

 Absenteeism and flight of students. 

 Schoolfailure. 

 Course of Study. 

 Indoctrination as a major tool in education. 

 Authoritarianism in the school administration. 

 Bad company at school. (Rahab Younes Ahmed, 2013, pp. 51-48) 

In addition, the methods of ill-treatment by the teacher towards some 

students, preferring some of them at the expense of the other, as well as failure, 

the low level of achievement among some students, and the feeling of being 

rejected by peers all contribute to the emergence of aggressive behavior among 

some students. Accordingly, we say that the school has a clear role in its impact 

on the behavior of the student, and it may be a direct reason for his tendency 

towards violence and aggression, as an expression of his non-acceptance of the 

conditions he lives in at school. 

5- The media: 

It is represented in the role of the audiovisual media, especially television, 

as it is largely responsible for the prevalence of aggression and violence among 

children, due to the aggressive materials it presents. Children’s vision of 

aggressive and violent scenes affects their behavior and may push them to 

practice aggressive behavior with others. There is a relationship between 

aggression and watching violent films, and that children imitate what they see 

through the media. Watching violent films increases aggression in children. 
(HusseinTaha Abdel -Azim, /, p. 221) 

Accordingly, it can be said that the media plays a major role in establishing 

violent behavior among children through the programs and series it displays on 

the screen because of the elements of dazzling, speed, movement and 

attractiveness, and therefore it is a double-edged sword, as it can be a positive 
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source for members of society as well as It is a negative source for them, 

especially if what the media presents is characterized by violence and 

aggression. The child assimilates it and memorizes it in his intellectual and 

psychological stock and tries to repeat it as a natural thing that he can practice. 

4- The effects resulting from the phenomenon of school violence: 

Appropriate education provides the student with a suitable environment for 

his growth and the completion of the building of his personality on sound 

foundations, unlike his upbringing and teaching him randomly and in an 

atmosphere charged with hostility or exposure to assault and violence, which has 

many negative effects that are reflected in the various aspects of his life, the 

social, behavioral and emotional aspects, and the following is an explanation A 

summary of the most important effects of the phenomenon, the focus of the 

study, on the student in several areas, as follows: 

1- Behavioral field: 

The student appears with several behavioral problems as a result of the 

impact of violence on his psyche, as it affects his personality, so he acquires an 

abnormal personality characterized by apathy, quick tension and lack of 

concentration, and may reach extreme deviation, so he resorts to drugs or 

alcoholic beverages. 

Manifestations of violence are also manifested in other behaviors such as 

lack of discipline, paranoia, theft, destruction of school property, insults and 

other abnormal behaviors suffered by the abused student. 

2- The educational field: 

The manifestations of school violence have negative effects, not only on 

the behavioral side, but also greatly affect the educational side of the student, as 

he is noticed with lateness, frequent absences, and non-participation in activities. 

The surrounding circumstances prevent him from adapting to study and the 

school environment. 

3- The social field: 

The effects of school violence also appear on the social side of the abused 

child, making him suffer from introversion and isolation, as well as weak 

feelings, severing relationships with friends and not participating in social 

activities. To adapt properly to others and overwhelmed by the turmoil and 

isolationism of people. 

4- The emotional domain: 

The student loses his sense of safety and stability, becomes weak in self-

confidence, and suffers from pathological fear, depression, and excessive 

anxiety, which reduces the degree of his adaptation to the school environment, 

and then the effects appear in the educational field, as we have previously 

indicated, in his educational attainment and in his discipline. 

Violence leaves no slight effects on the student’s psyche, so he resorts to 

tricks without feeling such as malingering and creating verbal or physical 
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problems and quarrels, and often makes excuses to escape from school because 

it is linked to bad news in his mind. (Majdi Ahmed Abdullah, 2003, p. 140) 

5- Preventive copies of school violence in Algeria: 

The prevention of the Algerian school from violence must be among the 

first priorities that require concerted and multiplied efforts from all parties that 

have a direct or indirect relationship with educational institutions, such as the 

family, teachers, administration, educational assistants working in the school, 

and among what must be in order to immunize the school from this 

phenomenon, we appreciate the need to provide positive and beneficial activities 

that absorb surplus energy of students such as sports, music, drawing, 

handicrafts with the aim of elevating or sublimating the motives and energies to 

positive and beneficial channels that refine and develop the student’s personality 

and gain experience and knowledge and increase feelings Confidence in himself 

and the development of intimacy and love between him and the school. 

Therefore, researchers are advised to protect the school from violence by 

avoiding severe penalties on the student or imposing punishment, and replacing 

that with targeted psychological educational methods such as addressing the 

problem of spending free time, and appointing a psychological or social 

specialist in each school to provide psychosocial care for students in the areas of 

counseling, guidance and advice to solve their problems. Paying attention to 

preparing the modern professor on scientific, educational, ethical, religious and 

national bases, and creating many fields for winning championships and 

winning competitions to encourage students to purposeful activity, and this also 

includes strengthening the role of school families that sponsor and develop 

hobbies or free activities, and organize cultural, scientific and artistic 

competitions, to fill the students’ time. Developing their talents and keeping 

them away from amusement, frivolity, idleness, delinquency, violence and 

aggression. 
(AL- Essawy Abdel- Rahman, 2007, p. 85) 

Some educators in Algeria advise the need to apply some educational 

measures to prevent violence, including: 

 Strengthening listening cells, psychological and counseling follow-up, 

encouraging classroom activities and physical activities, and strengthening the 

powers of the guidance counselor in the psychological and social care of 

students in order to discipline and rationalize their behavior in the school 

environment. 

 Educating teachers about the need to teach students the desired behavior, 

reward them for it, and thank them and their guardian for their involvement in 

the educational process. 

 Notifying the guardian of his son's violations in a timely manner, 

documenting this, and using honor boards for exemplary students. 

 Training teachers who are ready to interact with their mission and enjoy it, 

and who are accountable for what they do with God Almighty for the sake of 
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their society and country, while preparing them to apply the aforementioned 

rules in building the educational relationship with students and forming a 

collective educational family in the school. 

 Intensify monitoring and follow-up of students' behavior and whereabouts 

in the school. 

 Strengthening control mechanisms within the school to impose discipline 

and adherence to the laws of the institution, as well as activating disciplinary 

councils to address all slips and forms of violence that may lead to dire 

consequences. 

 Opening permanent and continuous channels of communication between 

the family and the school to exchange information and advice in everything 

related to the student in terms of his behavior, practices and academic 

achievement. 

 Assigning the disobedient student to work related to the department to 

notify him of his value and raise his personality, as the disobedient behavior or 

any deviation that may come from a student whose aim is often only to prove 

himself and try to draw attention. (Nabhan Yahya Muhammad, 2008, p. 92) 

Conclusion:  

In the end, we say that violence is as old as humanity, as it is a violent, 

provocative behavior saturated with aggressive ideas, intended to cause harm to 

oneself or others, on the one hand, as the prevailing climate in the school 

environment lies directly responsible for the behavior of students within it, and 

it has a decisive role in achieving mental health For them or vice versa, as its 

role comes after the role of the family, which is the first environment in which 

the child grows up and acquires its values. 

Therefore, in order to curb the growing phenomenon of school violence, it 

is necessary to set strict penalties commensurate with the amount of aggressive 

behavior practiced in the school, so that simple aggressive behaviors are referred 

to the principal, while those with more serious aggressive behaviors are referred 

to the disciplinary council, while physical acts such as physical and sexual 

violence are subject to And carrying weapons and selling drugs to the penalty of 

civil law 

In addition to some suggested recommendations for the purpose of 

mitigating and limiting the spread of the phenomenon, which are represented in 

the following: 

o Activating the School Discipline Instruction Manual through the school 

administration and educational counselors in the field of awareness and 

education for students and their parents, the school environment and the school 

environment in all schools. 

o Emphasis on schools using preventive and curative educational and 

counseling methods to modify students' behavior and help them overcome their 

problems and difficulties they face.
