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             The child labour at an early age poses a danger and a direct threat to his physical and 

mental health, as well as impedes him to receive school education that would provide him 

with a better future. In order to avoid this, international and Arab conventions, national and 

comparative legislation protect children from the dangers of child labour phenomenen . 

through the adoption of standards and conventions that protect children from any economic or 

social exploitation, especially in relation to child labor. 
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
