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Abstract:

The subject of real estate in Morocco, during the nineteenth century, has not been researched
sufficiently, neither by Moroccan nor foreign researchers, despite the importance of this economic field in
contemporary historical studies. Real estate has always been formed alongside other economic resources
such as water and livestock; thus, it constituted an axis of conflict either between the Moroccan tribes
themselves, or between them and foreigners in general. In this sense, as a general rule, whoever controls
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these resources will achieve economic, social and political control.Besides, and due to its extreme
importance, real estate was one of the most prominent means of colonial penetration in Morocco during
the period under study, and a mechanism on which the colonial authorities focused later on to subdue the
loose tribes and force them to accept the protectorate system, forcibly rather than voluntarily. This study
aims to shed light on the importance of this field in the Makhzen policy, and its intense attempt to
preserve it from the control of the European powers, which were keen, throughout the nineteenth century,
to possess it by all means and methods before gradually achieving this since Morocco signed the 1856
agreement.

Résume ;

Le sujet de I'immobilier au Maroc, au cours du XIXe siécle, n'a pas été suffisamment étudié, ni par
des chercheurs marocains ni étrangers, malgré I'importance de ce champ économique dans les études
historiques contemporaines. L'immobilier représente toujoursa cotés d'autres ressources économiques
comme I'eau et le bétail un axe de conflit feroce soit entre les tribus marocaines elles-mémes, soit entre
elles et les étrangers en général. En ce sens, car la regle générale précise que celui qui controle ces
ressources obtiendra le contrdle économique, social et politique.L'immobilierreprésente aussi, pour son
importance considérable, 'undes moyens principalesde pénétration coloniale au Maroc, au cours de la
periode d'étude, et un mécanisme sur lesquel les autorités coloniales francaise et espagnol se sont
concentrées plus tard pour maitriser les tribus révolté et les forcer a accepter le systeme du protectorat, de
force plutét que volontairement.Cette étude vise a mettre en lumiere l'importance de ce domaine
eéconomigue dans la politique coloniale et du Makhzen.et les tentatives intensesde ce dernier de le
preserver du contrdle des puissances européennes, soucieuses, tout au long du XIXe siecle, de le posseder
par tous les moyens et méthodes avant y parvenir progressivement depuis que le Maroc a signé l'accord
de 1856.
