Canada is among the countries that have been successful in the partnership project between
the public and private sectors in the field of energy .

The importance of this study lies in the importance of the partnership between public and
private sectors in infrastructure projects, especially in light of the success of this partnership
in some developed countries such as Canada.

- the Public-private partnership projects have emerged as a result of a combination of, inter
alia, meeting the growing demand for infrastructure services in various sectors such as energy,
transport, communications, health and water, on the one hand, and the weak public sector
capacity to finance and manage these projects,
- the Public-private partnership projects achieve several advantages, including transparency
and a higher level of competition, better quality and wider availability of public services;
increased domestic and international investment; economic growth and wider employment;
- There are many types of contracts in the field of partnership between the public and private
sectors, the most important of which are the management contract, concession contract, lease
contract, BOT contract, BOO contract and BOOT contract.
- The theme of public-private partnership has been addressed by many international bodies
such as the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD), which issued
in May 2012 a set of recommendations for public-private partnership governance;
- The Canadian experience in the public-private partnership in the Canadian landfill project is
in Vancouver, where the city of Vancouver decided to bring the private sector into an
agreement to convert a landfill to produce gases (including methane, Of greenhouse gases
contributing to global climate change) to useful trade uses.
- The Canadian Partnership model is an effective model, with several benefits at the social,
economic and environmental levels, where other countries can successfully apply this model.
