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Abstract: The study aims to uncover the factorial structure of the Social Identity
Scale among students. The scale was constructed by the researcher and employed a
descriptive-analytical approach. The sample consisted of 297 male and female students
from the Faculty of Social Sciences at the University of Algiers 2. The results, obtained
through factor analysis, revealed the extraction of four factors explaining 53.59% of the
total variance
