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Abstract: This study sheds light on the resistances to roman
conquest that appeared in the western side of Algeria and Morocco
through the so-called ancient Mauritania, which the Romans
gradually occupied and divided into two provinces: Mauretania
Caesarea and Mauretania Tangitana. Coastal areas were quickly
seized, However the conquest of the southern was slow due to the
strength resistance of the tribes in this vast region represented in the
mountains and desert especially the areas adjacent to the controlled
Roman borders, which they consider as military zones (Limes).
