The Attitudes of EFL Teachers toward the Implementation of ICT
Modes of Interaction within the Intensive Language Teaching Centre
(CEIL) at Skikda University.
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Abstract

In the present digital era, technology is playing a pivotal role in the
teaching and the learning practices. Information and Communication Technology
(ICT) is essentially employed to store and transfer data; as a result, numerous
researchers have reported the weight of this computer-aided integration in regard to
the instructional process. Indeed, they shed light on this means so as to offer efficient
opportunities and to furnish teachers’ capabilities concerning both their cognitive and
professional perspectives. In this vein, the current study investigates English CEIL
instructors’ attitudes towards the implementation of ICT modes of interaction at the
level of the Algerian university context, particularly at the Intensive Language
Teaching Centre (CEIL) at Skikda University. In order to achieve this objective, a
mixed method case study approach has been followed whereby an adapted TAT online
questionnaire has been addressed to 42 tutors, as well as an interview with a highly
qualified teacher is under the spotlight. Accordingly, the aforementioned tools were
adopted to collect relevant evidence through the use of the SPSS program, which was
designed to process and analyze data. Undoubtedly, the obtained findings revealed that
despite some reticence, EFL teachers, globally, embraced a positive standpoint
towards ICT classroom incorporation and stressed its effectiveness in educational
settings.
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
