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Abstract :

This study aimed at exploring the faculties of tourism and hotels in Egyptian public universities roles on
supporting entrepreneurship, and evaluating the level of entrepreneurship culture among students of these
faculties. This study also aimed to measure the role of the colleges of tourism and hotels in developing the
culture of entrepreneurship among their students. To achieve the objectives of the study; A questionnaire
was designed and distributed to a random sample of students from faculties of tourism and hotels
amounting to 1000 students, and 842 valid forms were analyzed. The results highlighted that the role
played by the faculties of tourism and hotels in Egyptian public universities is weak on supporting
entrepreneurship. The results also showed the high level of entrepreneurship culture among students of
the faculties of tourism and hotels. Moreover, the results depicted the weak role of the faculties of tourism
and hotels in developing the culture of entrepreneurship among students.
