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Abstract:

Childhood is very important period in the child’s development,
as it is the moment in which it is possible to notice whether or not the
child suffers from certain psychological or behavioral difficulties, or
from school failure, or may lose almost all of his acquisitions.

However, major changes occur in the child as he grows older
and more mature, because he is subject to various influences arising
from his environment, himself, or due to his pattern of development.
Some childhood disorders also appear to be good predictors of
disorders in adulthood. However, all levels of a child's development
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are constantly subject to change, especially during schooling. A
schooled child may suffer from many disorders that negatively affect
his academic achievement, specifically Attention-
Deficit /Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD). Attention deficit disorder
with/or the absence of hyperactivity leads to many other disorders
such as a low self-esteem, difficulty to understand social cues, and
psychological disorders such as anxiety, depression, and behavioral
disorders. In adulthood, they are more vulnerable to divorce,
professional problems, and suicide.
However, early diagnosis and support can help to remedy to this
situation and thus some problems can be either avoided, or treated, or
their negative consequences can be reduced so that the schooled child
achieves the best possible development.
