The Algerian Journal of Political Sciences and International Rela-
tions is an international scientific peer-reviewed bi-annual journal. Its
first edition appeared in 1984. Its aim is to develop academic researches
in the field of politics and international studies, through publishing high
quality papers and studies. It also aims at presenting summaries of dis-
sertations and theses, valuable books and new reports, as well as pre-
senting proceedings of seminars, meetings and study days organised by

the Faculty of Political Sciences and International Relations.

Indeed, the review has the ambition to become a tool of commu-
nication and exchange of knowledge and expertise between researchers
who belong to local and foreign academic institutions. It has also the
ambition to become a means of promoting the work of laboratories and

research centers which activate in Algeria and elsewhere.

Furthermore, there is a need to promote political science, as an

autonomous academic field through specific topics and objectives.

Last but not least, the journal wishes to participate to the efforts
made to enhance national scientific production in various domains and
to adapt the university to its social, cultural and economic environ-

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= The length of the article should vary between 3000 and 4500 words,
including the bibliography and the appendices (i.e. between 10 to
15 pages including an average length of 300 words per page). The
abstract must been written in three languages (Arabic, French and
English) in no more than 120 words per abstract. It should also in-
clude from 3 to 5 key-words. The Arabic copy should be written us-
ing (Microsoft Word), character (simplified Arabic), police 14, and
the foreign languages copy must be written by (Times New Roman),
police 12. The front page should include the researcher’s name and

surname, profession and e-mail address.

= The articles will be examined by appropriate specialists and experts
based on the principle of anonymous double evaluation. Authors
will be informed by e-mail, whether their articles are accepted or
not. If necessary, contributors are required to introduce changes to

improve their researches. -

» Articles addressed to the editing board of the journal will not be sent

back to their authors whether published or not.
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The sixth issue of the Algerian Journal of Political Sciences and Inter-

national Relations gave the opportunity to Algerian researchers as well as to
foreign scholars to contribute with various studies and analyses in the field of
politics and international studies.

The content of this issue is divided into five main categories: Articles,
studies, conferences, translations, and new publications.

The first section includes four articles devoted to various political top-
ics: The first article treats of the relations between the West and the Arab Mus-
lim World. It examines the nature of these relations and tries to understand if
the two sides are living a peaceful coexistence, or are, at the contrary, waging a
war of civilisations. In the same vein, the following article deals with Euro-Med-
iterranean relations in the context of the political changes in the Arab world.
It explains how European intervention in what is called “the Arab Spring” led
to consequences beneficial to the European side, but contributed, on the other
hand, to deepen the dependency of the South Mediterranean countries towards
Europe in the political, security and economic fields.

The next article is dedicated to Malek Bennabi’s thinking. It presents
an overview of the ideas of this Algerian thinker focusing on his conception of
the intellectual building strategy which asserts that the elements of a civilisa-
tion building exist in all societies, but that their combination depends on one
specific element which is the religious idea linked to the human efficiency, which
can transform a situation of under-development and weakness to a situation of
power and progress, by changing the Man from within.

Finally, the last article emphasises the relation between sport and poli-
tics, and deals with the political objectives which lay behind the support of the
sport movement. This article, which takes Jordan as a case study is based on
the premise that most of the Arab political regimes conceive national and in-
ternational sports’ competitions as a means to enhance their legitimacy, and to
achieve their political objectives.



The second part of this issue is dedicated to a study entitled “Interna-
tional Studies and history. Programmatic Notes for an Interdisciplinary Ap-
proach”. This study outlines an interdisciplinary approach aiming to reconcile
international studies and history.The author argues that the failure of parsi-
monious theories imposes a redesign of the relationship between international
studies and history, and that the criterion of theoretical parsimony must be
abandoned, in order to successfully rehabilitate historical narratives, and fully
take into account the complexity of history, and the specific contingencies of
each case under study.

The following part of the issue is devoted to the conference of Dr Helena
Cobban presented at the Faculty of Political Sciences and International Rela-
tions, and entitled “The new pro-Palestinian movement in the USA”. Dr Cob-
ban explains that in the context of the strong American govenment’s support
to Israel, and its human rights violations in Palestine, a new well-organised
movement of solidarity with Palestinian people has arisen in the United States
of America involving a large number of young people from several origins.

The fourth part of the issue is a translation from French to Arabic of
Mario Bettati’s article entitled « L’ usage de la force par I’ ONU », or “The Use
of Force by the UNO”. The author assumes that the material, judicial, and hu-
man means given to the Organisation by the member states have not always
been equal to its needs, leading to the decline of the efficiency of its interven-
tions. Consequently, a general reappraisal of the UN’s intervention capacity has
become necessary but it depends, according to the author, on the political will
of the member states.

Finally, the fifth and last part of this issue is devoted to present the re-
cent publications of the faculty’s teaching staff: the first one is a book written
by Pr Ameur Mosbah entitled “Prospective Studies: Patterns and techniques”,
while the second one is the book of Pr Abdelouaheb Benkhlif whose title is “ The
History of the National Movement from Occupation to Independence”.
