In the same context of gender studies and social issues, the second research paper titled
‘Algerian Female Engineers’ Construction of Professional Identities at Engineering
Workplace’ aims to investigate the experiences of Algerian female engineers in light of the present
constraints in the domain of engineering. On the basis of the questions raised by this study, the
findings show that that engineering workplace is discursively gendered; there is picture of the

masculine culture that affects the informants’ coping strategies.

The third article presented in this issue provides a discussion about ‘the visibility of Foreign

Languages on Commercial Signs in Algeria’. The author of this paper opts for a comparative



study to examine the use of both French and English languages as means of advertisements in
Algerian commercial spaces. This study ends with the claim that though people do not pay great
attention to the written forms of public signs, French language dominates the Algerian commercial

sites.

For the fourth research paper, we move to consider a study outside the Algerian context and
which is entitled ‘Foreign employment trend, death and socioeconomic issues of Nepalese
migrant workers’. The authors of this research work seek to explore the impacts and factors of
death with Nepalese youth migration in foreign land. Using secondary data, according to the
authors, it is revealed that most Nepalese youth migrants are facing challenges in workplaces and
therefore the government should change the policy before sending out to the workers as employee

why the death is happening.

The fifth article titled ‘A New Teaching Paradigm amid Covid-19 Crisis in Algeria:
Changes and Challenge’ outlines key theoretical and methodological considerations that address
the major challenges and barriers in conducting distance education amid covid-19 pandemic. This
study reaches many conclusions concerning the topic being studied; it shows that remote education

experience faced several infrastructures related to both teachers and learners.
